Delegate Rivers Broom Management Program

What is the Broom Management Program?

Scotch and Cape Broom are declared noxious weeds in NSW. Broom
is an extremely invasive species which forms dense thickets along
river systems, excluding native vegetation and reducing pasture
availability.

The Broom Management Program has been initiated as a partnership
between the Snowy River Interstate Landcare Committee (SRILC),
the Snowy River Catchment Management Authority (SRCMA) and
landholders to reduce the extent of Broom infestations along the
Bombala, Little Plains and Delegate Rivers.

Broom has been identified as a high priority weed for action in the
Snowy-Monaro Sub-Regional Weed Management Strategy (2008).
The Broom Management Program is working towards
achieving targets in this strategy which are that ‘populations of broom
in the region are to be controlled and restricted to a few hot spots by
2016'.

The program is incentive based, providing funding for initial control of
Broom with landholders committed for on-going follow-up.

Control works are focussed on a coordinated ‘top-down’ approach (i.e.
initiating control at the upstream reaches and working progressively
downstream).

The $60,000 program is jointly funded by the Australian Government’s
Natural Heritage Trust Program and the NSW Government.

What has been done to date?

Mapping

An extensive mapping program has been undertaken to
identify densities of Broom along the Bombala, Delegate and Little
Plains Rivers. The mapping is in the final stages of completion along
with confirmation of landholder interest in future control works.

Spraying
Spraying of Broom
infestations commenced
near Bibbenluke on the
Bombala River in Spring
07. Nine properties were
treated by licensed
contractors as part of
incentive based landholder
agreements. Works were
completed along the
Bombala River near
Cambalong Creek
junction. The spraying
program achieved the
07/08 targets, with 10km
of river frontage or 50
Flowering broom plants along the banks of the hectares of land being

Bombala River treated during the recent spraying treal-ted for Broom over this
program period.

\WWhere to from here?

Another spraying program for Spring 08/09 is planned,
pending further confirmation of funds.

Funds may be available for chemical or licensed
contractors to assist with broom control.

The program will continue to work progressively down the
Bombala River before commencement of control works
along the Delegate and Little Plains Rivers.

The program will be in conjunction with continuing efforts
of landholders to control scattered infestations of broom.
